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Climate change policy survey

A survey of 2,118 New Zealanders on proposed changes to Emissions Trading Scheme law and climate change policy 

October 2009
Methodology
This national online ShapeNZ survey was commissioned by the New Zealand Business Council for Sustainable Development. The results are based on the views of 2,118 respondents provided between October 21 and 28, 2009.
Responses are weighted by age, gender, ethnicity, employment status, personal income and party vote 2008 to provide a representative population sample. The margin of error on the national sample is +/- 2.1%. The margin of error for results for 542 business decision makers (occupations manager, proprietor, self employed) is +/- 4.2%. Results for 1039 respondents who are employed have a margin of error of +/- 3%. 
The respondents are members of the ShapeNZ panel. The panel is not self-selected. All but 900 of its more than 14,000 members have been recruited by purchasing e-mail lists to represent the national population at the 2006 census. Further weighting, including by party vote at the 2008 General Election, ensures results are representative of the population as a whole. 

Background

The Government in September 2009 proposed several changes to New Zealand’s emissions trading scheme (ETS) in the Climate Change Response (Moderated Emissions Trading) Amendment Bill.

The bill is being considered by Parliament’s Finance and Expenditure Committee and is due to be reported back to the House in mid November, 2009. The National, Maori and United Future parties voted for the introduction of the bill. The Labour, Green, Jim Anderton’s Progressives and ACT parties voted against its introduction. The Maori Party’s position top date has been to support the bill through to committee stages. Any further decision to support the bill will depend on negotiations between the National and Maori parties. The bill was introduced by 63 votes to 58.
This survey canvasses New Zealanders’ views on some of the principle measures proposed in the bill and the country’s approach to managing climate change.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
Most of the principle changes proposed by the Government to the country’s emissions trading scheme are not supported by New Zealanders.

Voters for the two principal parties, National and the Maori Party, which have voted so far for the bill to amend climate change law, do not support most of the proposed changes. Opposition among business decision makers is higher on most proposed policies than among the population as a whole as they are less likely to say they don’t know.
On climate change policy, more New Zealanders would generally still prefer their country to become a global leader on climate change rather than move at the same pace as other countries and they are evenly split when rating the Government’s management of climate change policy.

Summary of main policy results:
· 44% want New Zealand to lead on climate change – only 15% think we’re doing that and 22% now think we’re moving slower than other countries 
· 82% want emitters to pay for their excess emissions, not taxpayers (3%) 
· There is an even split on delaying agriculture’s entry to the emissions trading scheme from 1 January 2013 to I January 2015 with 33% for and 29% against, though among business decision makers 37% disagree with the delay, 35% support
· 55% oppose the proposed slower phase out of assistance to large emitters, being extended for possibly 70 years (17% support) 
· 44% don’t want a three year domestic cap on the price on emission units (23% for). Among business people opposition rises to 58% and support falls to 19%
· 40% oppose emissions being able to rise without a cap, provided it is at the same emissions intensity (emissions per unit of production) while 22% support. Opposition rises to 46% among business people and support rises to 27%

· Most popular option for assistance phase out, after a review finds that large emitters’ competitors face a price on emissions, is 1 year (37%, 46% among business people), rather than five years as proposed in the bill
· 82% want like treatment for like forestry assets when it comes to making any deals with Maori (90% of National voters, 59% of Maori party voters want like treatment for forestry assets regardless of who owns them)
· 68% want emissions credit payments made to individual emitting firms made public. A proposal in the bill to report payments in total by sector only is supported by only 17%. Among business people support for publication by individual firm rises to 72%
· 70% say large businesses are having most influence on Government’s climate change policy, and Business New Zealand, Federated Farmers and the Greenhouse Policy Coalition (representing large emitters) are believed to exercise the most influence. Only 9% believe small to medium businesses are influencing the policy, while 17% believe voters in general and 6% believe wage and salary earners are having the most influence
· 70% support creating an independent Climate Change policy advisory committee to provide independent advice on future climate change policy changes
· 68% want an ETS designed to suit New Zealand, not one based on the proposed Australian scheme (20%)
· 50% support New Zealand signing a new international agreement to manage climate change, even if major developing emitter nations don’t sign up
· 40% say New Zealand is not doing enough to manage climate change (33% say it is). Among business people 48% say the country is not doing enough, 35% say it is
· New Zealanders are evenly split on Government’s climate change management: 31% approve, 32% disapprove (29% of business people approve, 41% disapprove)
Awareness and the need for a proposed communications campaign

While 71% are aware New Zealand has an ETS, only 3% feel well informed on emissions trading and 12% informed. 23% feel informed but want to know more. 58% feel not well informed. 


Business people are feeling slightly better informed: 7% say they are well informed, 18% informed, 27% informed but would like to know more and 47% not well informed.

Among those respondents in work, 18% say their organisation will be a point of obligation under the ETS, but only 17% feel their organisation has sufficient information on emissions reduction measures (only 22% of business decision makers). The ETS is being taken into account in investment decisions by 14% of organisations.
Asked about the expected affect the ETS will have on their organisations, 14% think the ETS will be positive, 15% negative and 39% no effect at all, while 32% are not sure. Among business decision makers 17% think it will be positive, 16% negative, 36% say it will have no effect at all and 31% are not sure.
There is strong support for the Government’s announcement that it will undertake an ETS communications campaign:  77% of those in work want a Government campaign to inform them on emissions reduction measures, 34% saying it will benefit their organisation.

Among all respondents (in work and not in work), 69% want a campaign to inform households and businesses on how they can reduce emissions.

SUMMARY: PARTY VOTERS’ VIEWS ON MAIN PROPOSALS 
Those who voted for the National and Maori parties in the 2008 general election are strongly against some of the principal policy proposals. (Please note, the tables with results for all parties’ voters, non voters and undecided voters appear at the end of this report).
Who should pay: emitters or taxpayers?

Some 82% of National voters believe emitters should pay for any emissions in excess of New Zealand’s agreed limit under the Kyoto treaty, not taxpayers. Among Maori voters this rises to 91%.

Some 90% of voters for United Future, which supports the ETS amending bill, want emitters to pay for excess emissions, not taxpayers.

Delaying agriculture’s entry

National voters support the proposal to for a two-year delay in agriculture entering the scheme by 49% to 31%. However, 49% of Maori Party voters oppose the delay while 31% support. 
Extending assistance to large emitters for about 70 years

Some 49% of National voters, 75% of Maori Party and 54% of United Future voters oppose extending free emission credits assistance to large emitters, by slowing the rate of assistance phase out from 8% to 3.1% a year. Treasury estimates this proposal will increase Government debt to 6 to 8% of gross domestic product by 2050, or up to about $3.5 billion in 2009 dollar terms.

Capping prices or exposing firms to international prices
National voters prefer exposing firms to the world price for emissions to encourage emissions reductions and reduce the cost to taxpayers (40%). 28% of National voters support the proposal to cap the price of emissions at $12.50 per tonne for three years for all but the forestry sector to protect jobs and help emitting businesses and households to adjust.

Among Maori Party voters 75% support exposing firms to the international price, 14% support the proposed price cap. Among United Future voters 12% support the cap, 72% international price exposure.

Emissions intensity – emission volume increases without a cap

National voters are evenly split for (30%) and against (29%) the proposal to allow emissions to increase through extra production, provided it is at the same intensity (per unit of production) without a limit.

Maori Party voters are strongly against the policy (63%) while only 9% support it.

United Future voters are against 72% to 21%.

Should assistance end when no longer required?

The bill provides for reviews of the ETS and assistance provided to emitters. If a review finds assistance is no longer needed, it will continue for five years after the review.

Only 14% of National voters want the assistance to continue for five years after emitters’ competitors face a price on their emissions, while 30% want it phased out in two to four years and 29% within one year.

Among Maori Party voters 6% support the current proposal, 32% back a 2-4 year phase out and 46% one year. 59% of United Future voters want support to end within a year.

Treaty of Waitangi issues – like treatment of like forestry assets
A large majority of National and Maori party voters do not support any special arrangements being made for Maori forestry assets affected by emissions pricing.
Some 90% of National, 59% of Maori Party and 92% of United Future voters support treating all forestry assets the same regardless of who owns them.

Among respondents identifying their ethnicity as Maori only (10% of respondents), 72% want like treatment for like assets while only 7% support a special arrangement for Maori forests. The margin of error on this sub sample only is +/- 6.8%.
Keeping payments to firms public

Strong majorities of National (63%), Maori Party (76%) and United Future (93%) voters want the amount of free emissions credit assistance received by each firm published. The bill proposes aggregated information only by sector be published.

Independent advice on climate change policy

There is strong majority support among National, Maori Party and United Future voters for a proposal to create an independent committee to advise the Government on climate change policy options in the future.
The proposal has the support of 69% of National voters, 75% of Maori party and 82% of United Future voters.

Linking with Australia

Some 61% of National voters, 87% of Maori party and 76% of United Future voters believe New Zealand should make its own emissions trading scheme the best for New Zealand’s situation, rather than align the country’s scheme with Australia’s (National 28%, Maori Party 13%, United Future 15%)

ASSISTANCE TO GREENHOUSE GAS EMITTERS
Assistance for longer


Under the current emissions trading scheme law, large greenhouse gas emitters (who face competition from producers who may not yet have to pay a price on emissions) will get free credits for 90% of their 2005 emissions. 

 

This assistance will last four years, then phase out at 8% per year and end in 2030. The Government proposes this should phase out at 1.3% a year. This means some could receive free emissions assistance for about 70 years.

 

The Government says this will protect jobs at firms with large emissions and the subsidies can be reviewed every five years. Others argue the assistance, paid for by taxpayers, will allow firms to increase their emissions and is not needed for this long. 

After 2020 Treasury estimates this extended assistance will increase Government debt by 6 to 8% of gross domestic product (up to $3.5 billion extra in today’s dollars).

Capping the price for emissions
To further help households and protect jobs at firms with large emissions, like smelting (aluminium and steel) and cement making, and give firms time to adjust to emissions trading the Government is proposing to cap the price for greenhouse gas emissions at $12.50 per tonne for three years for all but the forestry sector.


Taxpayers will pay for any difference between $12.50 and the market price, which is now about $25 and could increase further.

 

Opponents of this say emitters, already to receive free credits for up to 90% of their 2005 levels, should be able to access the international market and buy or sell credits at world best price. They argue paying the higher market price would encourage firms to reduce emissions and this will cost taxpayers less. Households will also pay for emissions at market prices when they buy electricity and fuel.

Emissions intensity
Emissions are produced when some goods and services are produced. The amount of carbon produced while making each unit of a product is its “emissions intensity”. 

 

The Government proposes to allow large emitters to continue to increase production and emissions, and not pay for those extra emissions, provided emissions do not exceed a certain emissions level per unit of production, or intensity. The Government says this will allow production to increase at best practice levels (based on figures for Australasia for each industry). The Government says this will keep investment and jobs in New Zealand.

 

Those opposed to this argue it could allow emissions to rise without a limit, at a time when the world aims to cap and reduce emissions. Some say the price on emissions is unlikely to result in firms moving jobs from New Zealand. The extra emissions will need to be paid for by taxpayers if New Zealand exceeds the emissions level it has committed to.

Phasing out emissions assistance
The Government proposes to review the assistance given to heavy emitter firms which might face competition from overseas firms which do not pay an emissions price. The Government proposes five yearly reviews to check if assistance is no longer needed.

 

If a review decides assistance should end, the Government proposes the assistance should continue for another five years before being stopped.

Treaty of Waitangi and emissions trading
The Government is relying on the Maori Party to vote for its emissions trading scheme changes. So far the National and Maori parties have said they will insert a special clause relating to the Treaty of Waitangi into the emissions trading scheme bill now before a select committee. The parties have also talked about special arrangements to insulate Maori owned homes and special arrangements relating to Maori owned forests, some of which if planted before 1989 will incur an emissions charge if they are felled and not replanted. Forests owned by other groups will also incur this penalty if they remove trees and change the use of the land.

Linking with Australia
The Government wants to align New Zealand’s emissions trading scheme with Australia’s saying this will help prevent the loss of investment or jobs to Australia if large emitters receive better assistance there.

 

Others argue Australia has not yet passed an emissions trading scheme law. They say Australia’s emissions are largely due to using coal for electricity, while New Zealand’s are largely due to emissions from agriculture and transport. As a result the two countries’ responses to lowering emissions must be different and investment and jobs move for reasons other than just emissions prices.
